Dear Sir,

After the short conversation I had with you on the phone today I feel compelled to write and express my thoughts about your dealings with my friend Dana Miller.

When Dana told me that he was meeting with you and possibly going to retain you to help him in his battle to save his home and land I was very concerned because I have learned through a tremendous amount of experience in helping people with legal issues that we, the people, cannot trust a lawyer or attorney.  Dana went ahead and made an agreement with you to help and represent him at this crucial time.  Having known Dana for quite a number of years and having been side by side with him fighting this battle for 2 ½ years I know what his level of knowledge and commitment is to what he has been fighting.  
I have helped Dana EVERY single step of the way coming from knowing nothing about the law and the court system to gaining substantial knowledge about both and managing to help him stay in his property for going on 3 years while fighting the fraudulent foreclosure action.  He and I have spent HUNDREDS OF HOURS working to accomplish that with me helping him by preparing many documents for both state and federal courts and developing strategies to combat those who seek to steal his property and land unlawfully.  
You managed to undo all of that in just several short weeks by making him wait for information and decisions from you because you were “too busy” or not sure of the best course of action at the moment.  In addition to him receiving questionable advice regarding his filing and continuation of his bankruptcy your blatant inaction at a most critical time, that was known to you to be critical, has negated almost 3 years of effort by a number of people to maintain possession of his property by you simply doing NOTHING!  How is that responsible or ethical representation?  How is that a fulfillment of the contract that you made with Dana to represent him????
The fact that you did not timely file the federal suit and restraining order, as you stated you would, to stop his eviction from his property today, is absolutely unconscionable.  You had several WEEKS to accomplish that and made repeated promises to do so yet you failed to do so, in fact.  There is NO good excuse for you not doing so and yet he pays a horrible price by having his life completely disrupted and loses possession of his property and land as a direct result of your inexplicable lack of action on his behalf.
You asked me in our brief conversation today if I blamed you for what happened to Dana today and the answer to that question is a resounding YES, I do.  You ARE at fault through your inaction in not filing the lawsuit and restraining order timely when you were paid to do so and had more than ample time to accomplish that.  Dana and I even assisted you by correcting your poorly written pleadings that contained numerous errors so the filing could be done accurately and quickly to avoid the eviction yet you failed to act.  Dana stayed in contact with you and stressed over and over to you the urgency of accomplishing the filing immediately to prevent the eviction from occurring.  Dana and I did everything we possibly could to assist you in performing on a timely basis and you failed to do so. 
You make statements about your ability to represent people and win in court but your ability to back those statements with action is obviously lacking.  Such seems to be the case with the law profession today and you are obviously no exception.  This is but one more example of why I tell everyone I speak with that you cannot, and should not, trust a lawyer or attorney.  They do NOT tell the truth and their first loyalty is to the court and not the client.  When something bad happens for the client they just say “that is just the way it is, we can only do so much, it is not my fault” but they still have their money and the client is fleeced which IS the agenda of the esquires of the world as a whole.  

Such are the facts that so few people presently know but I can assure you I know them VERY well and work daily to teach others about the treacherous nature of those in the legal profession such as yourself. You take the money and then……“we tried but you can’t win them all” or any number of other incredibly lame excuses.  What a convenient way to explain when someone is incompetent at best or blatantly corrupt and doesn’t perform as they represented they would to the client.  It amazes me that people like you can sleep at night doing these kinds of things to people who come to you seeking assistance and honest counsel.  
Dana told you from the very beginning that WE would help you in ANY way that we could to accomplish his goals of maintaining possession of his property and you made a commitment to him and a contract to perform to accomplish that goal.  To say that you did not live up to what you represented yourself to be and to the contract with your client is the understatement of the decade at the least.  Dana, with my help, demonstrated his commitment to his statements of cooperation and assistance to you by correcting your errors, when found in the pleadings, and thereby assisting you to get the pleadings ready to file timely which you failed to do.
To say that you have been nothing short of irresponsible and incompetent in your dealings with and representation of Dana is an understatement.  Very early on, after he retained you, he told me things that were going on with you and his case and I began to see that you were not providing what you said you could and would provide as far as responsible counsel was concerned on his behalf.  The danger signals were there very early.  The about face on the bankruptcy information is but one example along with continuing delays in preparing documents on his behalf for the Delaware County Common Pleas Court and the federal suit.  Dana and I are obviously far more knowledgeable than you about the workings of the Delaware County Court and judges there.
Another HUGE red flag to me about you was when I looked at that lawsuit and it did not list the foreclosure mill attorneys as defendants in the suit.  The sad excuse you gave Dana for not doing so shows your obvious desire to protect those of your ilk who have profited handsomely from stealing his home, as well as many others, by not naming them as defendants when they were wholly complicit in outright theft, fraud, and racketeering to say the least.  That is just another prime example of the law profession covering each other’s backs so you all profit handsomely at the expense of the American public, your clients.  Rest assured those days are numbered and growing shorter by the day.  We, the people, are becoming much more educated and learning to make you and your brethren accountable for your actions or lack thereof on our behalf.
When Dana spoke with you in the beginning, before he retained you, he told you that if you did, in fact, do a good job in representing him he could and would bring a lot of work your way in appreciation and recognition of a job well done for him.  I would have contributed to that as well, if that had been the case, because the actions of a person speak far louder than their words.  He also mentioned the fact that if you did not perform as you represented to him that you would, there would likely be repercussions for that as well.  
Dana expressed some apprehension to you in the very beginning about retaining an attorney knowing what we know about the legal profession but you persuaded him that you were, in fact, up to the task and he had nothing to worry about because you could, and would, handle his case properly to protect his interests.  He took you at your word and agreed to pay you for good and reputable services to be performed on his behalf.  It was precisely at that point where the deception began.  You didn’t waste any time obviously.  I believe you are very likely to find that word of your blatant incompetence or something possibly much worse, in supposedly representing Dana, is going to come back to haunt you and your associated law firm in a rather substantial manner in the future, as it should.  There is a price to pay for your lack of taking any proper or responsible actions on Dana’s behalf as you had agreed to do and that price is likely to be multi-faceted and substantial.
Your actions here, or should I say your LACK of action, will, among other things, lead to redoubled efforts by myself and many others to do everything in our power to continue to educate the masses as to the truth about the corrupt legal profession in America and more specifically in Ohio and Delaware County.  They will also buttress our desire to take back our country and put the Original and True 13th Amendment to the Constitution in place once again to make sure the likes of ALL esquires are relegated to nothing more than menial labor for lack of anyone who would ever consider trusting them to represent them or hire them for any meaningful employment.  
I can’t help but wonder if your actions in this matter were something other than incompetence but instead may have been something much more sinister having been intentional or in collusion with others in Delaware County to deprive Dana of his rights and his property.  Did you sell out and not act because of coercion from others which is known to be commonplace in your profession?  That is a VERY legitimate question to be asked at this juncture.  That is a question that will never be answered to my satisfaction.  You were specifically asked by Dana what your track record was in foreclosure cases and your response was that you never lose.  Is that accomplished by not filing cases when necessary?  If not filing a case equates to not losing then I guess your track record is still intact according to your statements.

I had high hopes that you would represent and assist Dana properly, ethically and responsibly and not be a contributing factor to his fleecing but it appears that my initial fears about you were well founded.  How sad for my friend Dana Miller that he mistakenly trusted in you.  How do you sleep at night after doing these kinds of things?  I hope you have a nice dinner this evening knowing that a portion of it was paid for by someone who never got what they paid you for and what you promised but instead was taken for a fool and is hurriedly attempting to move his life’s possessions to some other location because of you.  Yes, Dana’s misery IS your fault!
